MEDICAL POLICY

Westlands Primary School is an inclusive school that welcomes pupils with medical conditions. 

General Aims

· To ensure that pupils with medical needs are supported in school and are provided with the same opportunities as others that enable them to fulfil their potential

· To make sure that staff are aware of all pupils with medical needs and feel confident in knowing what to do in an emergency

· To maintain contact with medical professionals associated with the school to ensure that information is kept up to date and regular training for school staff is provided in managing common medial conditions

· To support the parents of pupils with medical conditions and keep them up to date with information
Current Practice

All staff are made aware of pupils who have medical needs. Teachers should always be aware of pupils in their care who have medical needs and should always make appropriate allowances, where applicable. Where appropriate, a medical care plan is drawn up in collaboration with the school, parents and relevant medical professionals, e.g. school nurse. Teachers will pass on relevant information received from parents to the Headteacher and the school's Special Educational Needs Coordinator. Action for staff to take in an emergency is clearly displayed in common areas in the school. All pupils with emergency medication, including asthma inhalers, have easy access to their medication and staff are aware of where emergency medication is stored. First Aid staff are fully trained and are aware of procedures. Training for staff is refreshed regularly.
Medication

No medication, other than those described in a pupils individual care plan (including asthma inhalers) should be brought into school. This includes prescribed medicines as well as medicines 'bought over the counter', in a liquid or tablet form. Parents, if they wish, may call into school to administer a set dosage to their child, but should note that staff are unable to assist.
Should a child require the need for regular daily medication at set times approved by a consultant, the school would review the case with the family concerned. Pupils on the school's asthma register are encouraged to carry their own inhalers and should be clearly labelled with their full name and always be available in school (see separate policy)

Each child has an Emergency Contact number, held in the school office. Parents will always be contacted in an emergency.

Assessment

Teachers will liaise with the Special Educational Needs Coordinator to ensure that their medical needs are not adversely affecting their academic progress.

Where a pupil has an individual medical care plan in place, the school's Special Education Needs Coordinator will invite parents in annually or when necessary to review. Parents are reminded that it is their responsibility to replace out of date medication and to inform the school of any changes. The Headteacher must be kept informed of any changes or additions. 
The school will always endeavour to ensure that pupils with medical needs can participate in the curriculum to the best of their ability and in line with recommendations from medical professionals involved, and are not excluded unnecessarily from activities. 
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
